$0.88 to $0.96 per thousand. Fees for 
members of the Long Term Care Plan  

increase from $22.00 to $30.00. Other 
memberships change from $43.00 to 
$47.00. Members age 100 and over are 
reimbursed an amount equal to their 
membership fee. For two teacher re-
tired couples, there is no change in the 
associate membership fee for a spouse 
of a full member. 
   A retirement planning workshop is 
being organized for November 12, 
2008. If you know of anyone consider-
ing retiring in the next couple of years, 
this is an invaluable information ses-
sion that will answer some of their 
questions about retirement. It will be 
presented by RTO Provincial, John-
son s Insurance, and District 13.

Art Workshop  -  Mark  Making with Transfer Technique, April 2 

 

  The transfer technique is a form of 
photo-based mono-printing or mark 
making. You can never recreate the 
same mark or image. The instructor 
for this one day workshop is Clau-
dette Losier. She will start by show-
ing varied examples of her work in-
cluding the addition of collage, en-
caustic stains, to motivate workshop 
participants and then give a demon-
stration of the various methods of 
working with this concept. The main 
focus will be on providing one-on-one 
assistance to participants throughout 
the workshop.  
Supplies:  
   Plastic gloves , nail clipper or other 
tools for "rubbing" , one jar of gel me-
dium (matte or gloss) available at any 
art supply store, one t-cloth or hand 

towel to soak with hot water and 
place on photocopy, a couple of 
brushes to apply the gel medium and 
a plastic container for water.  
   Support surfaces: bring whatever 
you like in any size i.e. primed canvas 
or board, wood, glass, tiles, mylar, 
good paper, rice paper, etc. Bring lots 
so you can "play"...check out the dol-
lar store.  
   Lots of black and white colour pho-
tocopies of any subject matter that in-
terests you can include photocopies of 
your own art. NOTE: photocopies 
must use toner technology, not inkjet. 
   Bring graphite pencils, pencils, 
chalk or oil pastels, markers, found 
objects, a bit of coffee for staining, 
egg shells. Basically anything goes!
